Review & approve minutes of the March 16, 2004 Boxing Promotion Commission meeting.

Due to lack of a quorum, the Commission was unable to approve the minutes of March 16, 2004 and the Commission held an informational only meeting. 

ASSISTANT ATTORNEY GENERAL LEGAL OPINION

Assistant Attorney General’s legal opinion regarding the Boxing Promotion Commission’s power of authority as it relates to sponsoring events to raise funds for the purpose of promoting amateur boxing in Connecticut, in addition to the distribution of raised funds as well as grant writing capabilities.

Thomas K. Jones, AAG, appeared on behalf of Gary Hawes, AAG, who is in trial today.

Attorney Jones had no definitive answer to the Commission’s question. However, Attorney Jones informed the Commission that a preliminary research had been conducted and that more specific information is required to better understand what the plans are so that further research can be pursued on the matter in order to provide practical advice to the Commission.

MISCELLANEOUS

The Boxing Promotion Commission expressed their concern regarding the need for inspection of  boxing clubs and  boxing events for safety health compliance and to protect the welfare of the participating boxers. Another concern was the safety, health and sanitary issues at facilities that are operating with no inspections taking place to safeguard the participants. The Commission further reports that there are about nineteen (19) boxing club facilities that are in operation.    
Mr. Cerasulo reports on his limited responsibility of responding to boxing licensure inquiries in the state of Connecticut.

There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 12:05 P.M.
