STATE OF CT AGENCY LEGISLATIVE PROPOSAL FOR 2006 SESSION

Chairman Cagenello informed the Commission of his request to Mr. Padula, for a list of the real estate legislation that is being proposed by DCP within their sponsored bills, in addition to requesting the formation of a committee to bring into sync the real estate regulations and statutes. Mr. Padula provided the Commission with a list of DCP’s real estate drafted bill proposals for 2006.

OLD BUSINESS
Chairman Cagenello informed the Commission on a letter he had written to State Representative John Frye concerning real estate legislative issues discussed with him last year. The issues revolve around adding staff and getting dollars to the real estate division within DCP. Chairman Cagenello expressed the need for more monies to properly protect consumers and for DCP staff to perform its other functions. Chairman Cagenello also expressed his concern regarding the more than 7.5 million dollars in licensing fees collected and that less than ten percent goes to the real estate division within DCP, with fines and excess Guarantee Fund monies going directly to the General Fund. Chairman Cagenello further expressed concern regarding real estate being four years behind handling complaints, of which all complaints were dismissed with no action, and that there has been a long history of the real estate division within DCP being short staffed.

MISCELLANEOUS

1. Ms. Kyle revealed to the Commission conflicting information within the real estate application, in that the application reflects completion of a thirty hours “Appraisal I” course to qualify for a broker license. However, section 20-314 (d)(1)(A)(iii) of the 
CT Real Estate regulations stipulate one of the qualifying requirements for a broker license is successful completion of a course approved by the Commission in 
“Real Estate Appraisal” consisting of at least thirty classroom hours of study. 

The Commission voted unanimously to table this matter to their next meeting scheduled for Wednesday, January 4, 2006 for further discussion and input on this matter.
2. Chairman Cagenello provided the Commission with correspondence from ARELLO titled “Orientation For New License Law Officials”. Mr. Hannafin also reported on ARELLO’s recent conference which set an attendance record and included international representatives from Australia, Hong Kong, and South Africa.  
3. Ms. Rubino reported that ARELLO’s next conference is scheduled for June 2006 in Mystic, CT and is looking for volunteers to serve on the committee.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 11:47 P.M.
