EVENT SPONSORING, FUND RAISING / DISTRIBUTION POWERS OF COMMISSION
The Commission discussed the idea of sponsoring events to raise funds for the purpose of promoting amateur boxing in Connecticut, in addition to the distribution of raised funds and grant writing capabilities. The Commission asked Attorney Anthony Santoro, DCP Managing Attorney if the Commission has the authority to raise and distribute funds as a way of promoting amateur boxing in Connecticut. Attorney Santoro informed the Commission to direct their inquiry to Assistant Attorney General Philip Rosario who can provide a legal opinion on the matter.  
The Commission unanimously decided to solicit a legal opinion of Assistant Attorney General Philip Rosario as to the Boxing Promotion Commission’s authority to sponsor events to raise funds for promoting amateur boxing in Connecticut, in addition to the distribution of raised funds and grant writing capabilities.
