MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS
The Board voted unanimously to approve minutes of the January 19, 2006 meeting.

APPLICATIONS

Salvatore A. Ferrucci, East Haven, CT – (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson Application – Denied

The Board voted unanimously denied Mr. Ferrucci’s application due to lack of a required 
“Letter of Apprenticeship Completion” from the Department of Labor and notarized statement from the (P-1) Unlimited Contractor as to dates and duties of occupational related experience. The Board further suggested that Mr. Ferrucci and his occupational related employers appear before the Board concerning this particular application.
CONTINUING EDUCATION WAIVER REQUESTS

Alexander G. Barna (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson – Correspondence dated 1/8/06, requesting waiver of continuing education requirement for 2005-2006.
The Board voted unanimously to table Mr. Barna’s request for waiver of continuing education to their next meeting scheduled Thursday, May 18, 2006, in order to verify if Mr. Barna has completed seven hundred hours of apprenticeship instructional training.

David Cormier (P-1) Unlimited Contractor – Correspondence dated 3/2/06, requesting waiver of continuing education requirement for 2005-2006.
The Board voted unanimously to deny Mr. Cormier’s request for waiver of continuing education requirements for renewal of his (P-1) Unlimited Contractor license for the period 2005-2006.
PLUMBING LICENSE REINSTATEMENT REQUEST 
Brian J. Tatroe (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson – The Board denied Mr. Tatroe’s request to reinstate his (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson license at their 1/19/06 meeting. Mr. Tatroe is requesting of the Board to grant him special consideration concerning the examination process, due to his inability to successfully pass the (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson examination. The Board voted unanimously to require Mr. Tatroe to pass the (P-2) Unlimited Journeyperson examination, in addition to granting him the necessary special accommodations needed concerning the examination.  
OLD BUSINESS

1. State of Connecticut regulations of Department of Consumer Protection concerning continuing education for electricians and plumbers.

2. Continuing Education 2006 Technical/Business Curriculum for plumbing license holders. 

The Board reviewed the draft Continuing Education 2006 Technical/Business Curriculum for plumbing license holders. The Board expressed the need for facilitators to be sure they spend time with the students answering technical related questions, in addition to specific code requirement questions, in order to avoid conflicts with building inspectors inspecting their work out in the field. After further input and discussion on this matter, the Board voted unanimously to adopt the proposed Continuing Education 2006 Technical/Business Curriculum presented today.   
3. Correspondence from Joseph Carr dated 12/15/05, requesting the following language be inserted into the continuing education regulation:

The Plumbing Board may accept other trade related courses as alternatives to the requirements of this regulation provided that the course meets the minimum required hours for the license holder category.
The Board unanimously concluded that every continuing education course submittal has to come before the Board for their review and approval.
4. Correspondence from Jean F. Connaughton, Education consultant for CT ABC dated 1/6/06, concerning his 2006 plumbing CEU curriculum.
After further review and input concerning Mr. Connaughton’s 2006 plumbing CEU curriculum, the Board voted unanimously to approve his curriculum.

NEW BUSINESS
Dennis H. Cleary with the CT Water Well Association presented the Board with a draft proposal to amend regulations concerning the Connecticut well drilling code, more specifically in codifying in regulation the permitting and construction of Geoexchange Boreholes and Systems. After further discussion on this matter, the Board voted unanimously to scheduling a special meeting for Thursday, March 30, 2006 for continued discussion and input concerning this matter.
