PROPOSAL TO AMEND REGULATIONS, WELL DRILLING CODE
Dennis H. Cleary and Aaron Nachbar with the Connecticut Water Well Association (CWWA) presented the Board with a draft proposal to amend regulations concerning the Connecticut well drilling code, more specifically in codifying in regulation the permitting and construction of Geoexchange Boreholes and Systems. After further discussion and input concerning this matter, the Board voted unanimously to approve the proposed amendments as modified by the Board, and recommended that DCP commissioner proceed the with adoption of the Connecticut Water Well Association (CWWA) proposed regulations. The following are changes which were incorporated within the draft proposal and agreed to unanimously by the Board:
Section 25-128-52, Disinfection of wells after all wells insert "serviced, repaired or new". This will require disinfecting systems that are repaired.
Section 25-128-58d, after Geoexchange system, Insert "as defined in Section25-128-36c", to further clarify that this is for closed loop systems only.
Section 25-128-60d, after Geoexchange system, Insert "as defined in Section 25-128-36c", to further clarify that this is for closed loop systems only.
