Richard Maloney, Director of Trade Practice gave an overview of his enforcement history, and the department’s organization.  He will get a comprehensive complaint report to the board at a later date.
To date there is Ninety Seven Thousand Dollars ($97,000.) worth of proposed penalties, of that amount the department has collected Twenty Five Thousand Dollars ($25,000.) from the electrical respondents in the Assurance of Voluntary Compliance Program.
 Letters have been mailed to non complaint respondents.  If the respondents fail to comply, their files will be forwarded to the Legal department, then presented to the Electrical Board for appropriate action.
In March, 2005 the Occupational & Professional Inspectors focused all there attention to Inspections, and Investigations. To date there are 83 electrical open Inactive Investigation that haven’t been migrated to the Assurance of Compliance Program.

Chairman Valleries recommends the State send a letter to 




individuals indicating they are in two violations ( 1. Failure to 



comply with the statute requirement of Continuing Education for 



license renewals; 2. Made false and misleading statements on their 



license renewal by renewing their license without taking 




continuing education. The first violation should be $1,000 and the 



second should be $1,500, total of  $2,500.  reduced to $500.  They 



have the right to appear before the board.  However, any 




agreements will still require them to take continuing education, and 


pay all civil penalties within 45 days.  Failure to conform with this 



order by the board will automatically place their license in 




suspension at the end of the 45 days.
Board Member Ronald Bish motioned that Chairman Valleries meet with Elisa Nahas from DCP Legal Department to draft a formal document to address the repercussion of noncompliance electricians. Board Member Jack Halperth 2nd, and the vote carried unanimously.
