OLD BUSINESS

1. Board member Ralph Carl Miller reported on-going problems with improperly evaluated hydrolic calculations in which an engineer reviewed and approved the design. Mr. Miller reported that the system calculations and installation was bad. The project was done by an outfit out of state for aTJ Max expansion in a shopping mall.       
2. Board Chairman David J. Waskowicz reported on having a tentative meeting scheduled after the meeting today concerning the status of James Barry appointment to the Board.

NEW BUSINESS

1. Board member Ralph Carl Miller reported at the Board’s 6/27/06 meeting that the State Fire Marshal’s office will provide a presentation at today’s meeting concerning “NFPA-13 STD”. 

The Board voted unanimously to table this matter to their next meeting scheduled for Thursday, November 28, 2006.

2. The Board has requested PSI examination test results from July 2006 to current date.

MISCELLANEOUS

1. Board member Ralph Carl Miller reports that the Honorable Governor M Jodi Rell has put together a task force to address the issue of abandoned mill buildings. Mr. Miller reported on a couple of mill building fires where the fire protection sprinkler systems were either impaired or out of service. The task force has been established in order to address theses issues and discuss ways to better safeguard the mill buildings. The task force is scheduled to meet in October at Central Connecticut State University.  

2. Board member Kevin M. Wypychoski inquired on the timetable concerning trade enforcement complaints. The Board unanimously decided to request DCP Trade Enforcement Director Richard Maloney appear before them at their next meeting scheduled for Tuesday, 

November 28, 2006 and provide a report regarding complaints and on-going investigations of Fire Protection Sprinkler work.

3. Board member George DeVincke stated his concern about the possibility of an outside vendor being used in the future for proctoring trade examination testing as well as conducting trade application review on behalf of the State of Connecticut. DCP Director Richard M. Hurlburt stated that such additional services are being considered as part of a future bid proposal. 
The Board expressed concern that outsourcing additional services could create errors in the application review process currently being performed by DCP staff, with oversight by the occupational boards.
There being no further business, the meeting adjourned at 11:35 A.M.
