At all times relevant herein, the Respondent, Carl M. Miele resided and or in engaged in business in Waterbury, CT.  Respondent is and has been the holder of an unlimited Electrical license, number 125712, type E-1.  At times during the period August 20, 2002 and October 20, 2002, the Respondent caused Electrical work to be performed by a person or persons who were improperly licensed and/or not licensed or registered in accordance with Chapter 393 of the Connecticut General Statutes on a job site located at 116-118 New Britain Ave., Plainville, Connecticut.  At times during the period August 20, 2002 and October 20, 2002, the Respondent performed or caused to perform work in an incompetent or negligent manner on a job site located at 116-118 New Britain Ave., Plainville, Connecticut.  The Respondent violated applicable state statue and/or municipal code and/or generally accepted trade practice in regards to work performed referred to in Paragraph 4 (of the detailed complaint).

CONCLUSION:
The Board found Mr. Miele, who did not appear today, guilty of causing electrical work to be performed by unlicensed people, performing incompetent and negligent work, and five code violations.

ORDER:

Board Member Michael Muthersbaugh made a motion to issue an Immediate Order of Discontinuance; a Civil Penalty totaling $20,500.00: $1,000.00 for the first unlicensed person, $1,500.00 for the second unlicensed person, $3,000.00 for performing incompetent and negligent work, $3,000.00 for each of the five code violations found; and the revocation of Mr. Miele’s E-1 electrical license, ELC.125712.  The motion was seconded by Board Member Douglas Reid.  The motion carried unanimously.

On today’s date, November 12, 2004, the above matter was re-heard after a Reconsideration Request Notice was presented by Mr. Carl Miele and approved by the Board on October 8, 2004.  
Present today were Mr. Miele and his counsel, Attorney John Williams, along with the witnesses in this case.
After today’s hearing and the review of additional State exhibits, as well as exhibits entered by the Respondent attorney, the Board concluded that no new evidence or testimony provided any reason or cause for them to change their original Final Decision and Order and they ruled to uphold their July 9, 2004 decision noted above in bold text.  The following paragraph represents the Board’s ruling upon concluding this hearing: 
In the matter of Carl Miele, Docket No. 04-550, Board Member Roger Johnson made a motion to uphold the Board’s original decision of July 9, 2004.  Board Member Douglas Reid seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

ALLEGATIONS:  At all times relevant herein, the Respondent, Kevin V. Przypek, resided and/or engaged in business in Stamford, Connecticut.  Respondent is and or has been a holder of an electrical license number 183111, type E-1.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent made misrepresentations regarding his work on a job site located at 39 Louises Lane, New Canaan, CT.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent performed or caused work to be performed in violation of basic trade practice and/or in an incompetent or negligent manner in the job site stated in paragraph three above.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent engaged in work prior to obtaining required permits at the above stated job site.  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent failed to refund monies after agreeing to make refunds concerning work performed at the above stated job site.  On or about October 26, 2000, and at times there after, the Respondent failed to return numerous phone calls made by consumer concerning work performed at the job site…  On or about October 26, 2000, the Respondent accepted money to perform work but never finished the work at the job site stated above.  The Respondent was unethical in not responding to the Department of Consumer Protection’s 14 day letter concerning work performed at the job site stated above.  On September 2, 2004, pursuant to Section 4-182 (c) of the Connecticut General Statutes, the Respondent was afforded the opportunity to show compliance by September 30, 2004 with all lawful requirements for the retention of his license.


This hearing was cancelled and rescheduled to December 10, 2004.
