as of July 1, 2006 the testing company for Connecticut Real Estate and Appraisal is Promissor, based in Balya Cynwyd, Pennsylvania.  Promissor is a Pearson VUE Business and a leading provider of technology-based assessment services.

The process for Connecticut exam registration and testing is substantially the same as it has been since the October 1, 2004 change in prelicensing qualifications.

DCP will begin enrolling eligible candidates on July 6, 2006, and also will transfer to Promissor the test eligibility information for all candidates who were previously enrolled with PSI. Once Promissor has received the electronic eligibility files, the company will mail notification to candidates with information on its exam registration process.

Test centers are located in Wethersfield and Wallingford, Connecticut, West Springfield, Massachusetts and East Providence, Rhode Island.  The Connecticut centers currently offer testing  Tuesday through Saturday. Testing will be available on Friday and Saturday in West Springfield and on Tuesday, Wednesday, Thursday and Saturday in East Providence.
