Sponsorship of Provisional Real Estate Appraisers
Dear Real Estate Appraiser:            

We are writing to advise you of a recent change in the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies concerning real estate appraisers of which you should already be aware.  Effective December 7, 2004, in Connecticut, a supervising appraiser may not sponsor more than three provisional appraisers.  This revision was prompted by the need to ensure better supervision, training, and oversight by the supervisor over the provisional appraisers.  Provisional appraisers may continue to work with more than one supervising appraiser.  

Section 20-504-4(j) of the Regulations provides that:
(j)
A supervising appraiser shall have no more than three (3) provisional licensed appraisers at any one time unless the supervisor has first obtained a waiver of this subsection from the commission.  Any waiver of this subsection shall:

(1)
Be for a specific maximum number of provisional licensed appraisers;

(2) State the minimum number of supervising appraisers that must be maintained in order to retain the waiver;

(3) Lapse at the end of the licensure period during which the waiver is granted or upon a failure to maintain the required number of supervising appraisers, whichever occurs first; and

(4) Require a new waiver whenever provisional licensed appraisers’ licenses are renewed. 

We realize that this new regulation may necessitate changes in your business, and therefore, we will allow a period of transition to allow you an opportunity to implement any necessary changes.  Please be advised that all certified real estate appraisers in Connecticut must be in compliance with Section 20-504-4(j) of the Regulations no later than May 1, 2005.  We will monitor compliance and take enforcement action as necessary.
