Explanation of State Impact of Regulation: 
 
A small fiscal impact is anticipated.  The Department of Consumer Protection expects very modest revenue (estimated at 
$10,500.00) from the new Swimming Pool Builder license holders, because a small number of new licenses (estimated at 70) 
will be issued with a cost of $150.00 annually.  Civil penalties may possibly bring additional revenue in the succeeding 
years, depending if violations of law are found by investigators and successfully adjudicated.  The Home Improvement 
Guaranty Fund will not see a gain or loss due to the new Swimming Pool Builder license types, because those individuals 
who currently install pools are already registered as Home Improvement Contractors, at a cost of $220.00 per year. 
 
The Department currently regulates the Swimming Pool Contractor license types, which only relate to swimming pool 
maintenance and repair.  Therefore, the regulatory costs for the new Swimming Pool Builder licenses will be minimal.  
Many DCP license renewals are made electronically for low cost.  The addition of continuing education for the existing 
Swimming Pool Contractor licenses and the new Swimming Pool Builder licenses will not cause an administrative burden 
or additional costs on the Department, which is already adept at handling continuing education for other license categories. 
 
Explanation of Municipal Impact of Regulation: 
 
No impact on municipalities is anticipated.  The Department has jurisdiction over these regulations.
