MEMORIAL ELEMENTARY SCHOOL

Code Update

1.
PROJECT RATIONALE
Memorial Elementary School in Smithetown has not been updated for compliance with the Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA), and it is in need of corrections for fire and health code violations.  In response to our own building self-evaluation and/or citations from local officials, code corrective work will be performed at Memorial Elementary School. 

2.
LONG-RANGE PLAN

The long-range plan for the school buildings in Smithetown calls for provision of a safe and appropriate learning environment.  In order to comply with this aspect of the plan, it is necessary for Smithetown to correct the code violations at Memorial Elementary School.

The long-range plan for the school buildings in Smithetown calls for full code compliance at all school buildings.  While Memorial Elementary School is not designated as an accessible elementary school, a code update will be completed.  This will allow Smithetown to move toward compliance at all facilities in accordance with the long-range plan. 

Smithetown plans to continue to utilize Memorial Elementary School in its current capacity, and with appropriate maintenance, as an elementary school for the next twenty years.

THE PROJECT

Smithetown proposes a code update project at Memorial Elementary School to address violations of the ADA, Health Code, and Fire Code.  Most areas of the building will be affected by minor construction.  Other areas will undergo more extensive work associated with ADA compliance.  Details of the project are presented below.


THE PROJECT—Entire Facility

There are several aspects of the code update which will impact all areas of the facility.  This work will include the following:

Current space:  
Memorial Elementary School includes the following instructional and support spaces:  general classrooms, pre-kindergartens and kindergartens, library/media center, computer lab, gymnasium, music room, art room, special education classrooms, special education resource room, cafetorium, nurses office, kitchen, conference room, school administration’s offices, custodial services, storage, boiler plant with pipe tunnels, and PTO room.

Construction:  
Emergency egress windows will be installed in all spaces where required by fire code; interior accessible route will be addressed including corridors, floors, ramps, exits, signage, and clear space at fixtures; unrated doors will be replaced with rated doors and appropriate hardware as required by code; cane fiber ceiling tiles attached by asbestos-containing glue daubs will be replaced throughout the building; emergency lighting will be addressed; lavatories will be reviewed and made compliant with ADA requirements; exterior accessible route will be addressed including parking, curb ramps, walks; an accessible playscape will replace the current non-compliant playscape.

THE PROJECT—Select Areas

There are several aspects of the code update which will impact only a select area of the existing facility.  This work will include the following:

Current space:  
Kitchen of approximately 1,000 square feet

Construction:  
No change to size of space.  Fire and health code compliance will be addressed.

Kitchen of approximately 1,000 square feet

FF&E:
Existing equipment will be maintained.  Existing commercial range will receive new (not replacement) kitchen hood with fire suppression system linked to the building fire alarm.  A separate hand-washing sink will be installed.

Lighting fixtures contain PCBs and will be replaced with energy efficient lights.  (See Appendix A of the full educational specifications for the lab reports.)  Wheelchair seating at retractable bleachers and access to the gymnasium will be addressed for ADA compliance.

gymnasium of approximately 3,600 square feet

INTERIOR BUILDING ENVIRONMENT

Acoustics:  
Ceilings:  Ceilings throughout the building will be replaced for health and fire code reasons.  Existing ceiling tiles are cane fiber attached by asbestos-containing glue daubs.


Walls:  Interior walls will be patched and repaired as necessary only where construction related to interior accessible route directly impacts existing structure. 

Lighting:
Lights in the gymnasium have been laboratory tested and found to contain PCBs in the ballasts.  These lights will be replaced. (The lab reports are Appendix A of the full educational specifications.)   Also, emergency lighting will be addressed. 

HVAC:
Heating, ventilating, and air conditioning will be addressed only to the extent that asbestos-containing insulation is removed from pipes and the number two boiler in the mechanical room.  No other construction will affect HVAC.

Plumbing:
Toilet rooms will be made accessible in accordance with ADA. 

Windows/Doors:
A window will be replaced in each program area as required for fire code emergency egress.  Unrated doors will be replaced if not compliant with fire code requirements.  Accessible door hardware will be installed throughout the building in accordance with ADA.
