Energy Conservation

1.
PROJECT RATIONALE
Recently, an energy efficiency audit was performed at Southside Elementary School in Smithetown.  This audit revealed that significant savings could be realized at this building if the original windows were replaced with a new window system designed for maximum energy efficiency.  Installation of a computerized energy management system concurrent with replacement of the windows will bring additional savings to the town.  Lastly, Smithetown will take advantage of a Northeast Utilities grant program to cover a portion of the costs associated with replacing existing lighting with new, more energy efficient lighting.  (Note:  We are aware that the lighting portion of this project is not eligible for state grant assistance because there are no PCBs present.)

LONG-RANGE PLAN

The long-range plan for the school facilities in Smithetown calls for provision of a safe and appropriate learning environment.  In accordance with this aspect of the plan, Smithetown will undertake an energy conservation project at Southside Elementary School.

Smithetown plans to continue to utilize Southside Elementary School in its current capacity, and with appropriate maintenance, as an elementary school for the next twenty years.

THE PROJECT

Smithetown proposes an energy conservation project at Southside Elementary School to address the findings of a recent energy audit conducted at the facility.

Current space:  
Southside Elementary School includes the following instructional and support spaces:  general classrooms, prekindergartens and kindergartens, library/media center, computer lab, gymnasium, music room, art room, special education classrooms, special education resource room, cafetorium, nurses office, kitchen, conference room, school administration’s offices, custodial services, storage, boiler plant with pipe tunnels, and PTO room.

Construction:  
All original windows throughout the building (installed in 1952) will be replaced with a new window system meeting current standards for maximum energy efficiency.  A computerized energy management system will be installed in this facility to include automatic heating/cooling settings and motion sensors for lights.  All lights throughout the building will be replaced with lighting which is appropriate to the programmatic use of the space and which meets current standards for maximum energy efficiency.  (Note:  We are aware that the lighting replacements are not eligible for state grant assistance because PCBs are not present.  Costs for this work will be partially offset by a grant from Northeast Utilities.)

Also, motion sensors will be installed as an energy efficiency feature.

Heating, ventilating, and air conditioning systems will be directly affected by the computerized energy management system.  HVAC systems will undergo modifications, as necessary, to allow integration of existing systems into the new computerized system.

Plumbing:
Hot water system will be integrated into the new energy management system.  Minor system modifications may be required. 

Windows/Doors:
All original windows throughout the building (installed in 1952) will be replaced with a new window system meeting current standards for maximum energy efficiency.  Windows will also be of a type that can be opened at the top and/or bottom to allow for natural ventilation.
