	Project Description:
	The Department of Public Works, for the Connecticut Agricultural Experiment Station (CAES), is seeking an Architect/Engineer (A/E) Consultant Team for program development and design of a historic laboratory renovation and addition. The Jenkins laboratory was built in the 1930’s. The facility receives thousands of state residents annually for diagnostic and identification services. It contains laboratories, offices, insect collections and a library. The building has three occupied floors plus a penthouse. The approximate area is 16,200 gsf. A two story, slab on grade addition of approximately 11,000 gsf is included in the project. The project design must be compatible with the existing buildings at CAES.


	Designated Services:
	The Architectural firm and complete Design Team must have extensive and comprehensive experience in the programming, design and construction administration of laboratory facilities in renovated buildings. The Architectural Team must demonstrate they have the necessary resources and staffing to provide construction documents and administration on a project with multiple disciplines.

The noted $50,000 or greater value is based on Executive order #7C dated July 13, 2006.
