	Consultant services will consist of a review of internal Inspection Reports and physical scrutiny of the facility toward production of a prioritized and cost estimated list of recommended renovations; design of renovations that fall within the owner’s construction budget resulting in biddable contract documents; and construction administration of those elements awarded in the bidding process.
The Southington FMS project is to provide all labor, materials, and equipment to restore and repair approximately 5,050 SF of the existing one story Field Maintenance Shop (FMS) at the Southington Readiness Center.  This restoration and repairs will include, but are not limited to, shop work bays, lighting, furnace, electrical system evaluation and repair, mechanical system evaluation and repair, safety aisles, test areas, paving repairs, fence and gate repairs, supply room, tool and parts storage, battery room, locker rooms and bathroom renovations.
