Contractors at the State Office Building

Environmental Health & Safety Policy
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Any contractor arriving at the State Office Building for the purpose of performing any work within the facility or on the building grounds must be directed to report to room G-4.  The contractor should be instructed by DPW Public Safety/Police to see the Building Superintendent.  In the absence of the Building Superintendent, the contractor should be instructed to see any member of the Employee Health & Safety Group.  The contractor must report in to G-4 prior to starting any work within the facility or on the grounds.

The procedure must be complied with at all times to ensure full safety compliance with applicable OSHA regulations and standards such as:

· Hazard Communication

· Lead and Asbestos

· Confined Space 

· Lock Out Tag Out

In addition, it is the Building Superintendent’s responsibility to ensure, when necessary, all fire alarm systems and/or equipment has been properly disabled as needed.  The Building Superintendent should contact the Fire Department prior to the start of any construction work that might accidentally trigger the alarm.

If deactivation of a significant number of alarm protection devices is necessary, DPW Safety Program Officer and DPW Public Safety/Police should be notified.  If determined appropriate, a “Fire Watch-Stand By” should be implemented to provide adequate protection to the affected areas within the facility.  The Fire Department must be notified whenever a “Fire Watch-Stand By” is placed into service.
