Subject: Wastewater Discharge Requirements

To comply with wastewater discharge regulations, every property manager and building superintendent must take the following actions: 

1. Open floor drains trenches or sumps in rooms or areas of our buildings that have a possibility of oil or chemical spills must be sealed off or otherwise protected.  Examples of rooms or areas where a spill might occur are rooms that contain generators, boilers, pumps, compressors, or pipelines that burn or contain oil or chemicals.  Permissible discharges such as boiler blow down or steam condensate must be hard piped to the drain and the drain itself must have a protective berm constructed around it. 

2. If any chemicals are added to a boiler, annual monitoring of boiler blow down must be performed for pH, temperature, lead and copper.  An estimate of flow must be made as well. Arrange the sampling and analysis with one of the laboratories on DAS contract # 01PSX0195 such as Phoenix Lab tel. 860-645-1102, Alan Caffyn. (Boiler company does this for 165 Capitol Ave.)

3. Maintain a file with annual monitoring data.  The following limits must be complied with: copper <=1.0 mg/l; lead <=0.1 mg/l; 12>= pH >=6.  If there is an exceedance of any of these parameters contact DPW Facilities Management Environmental Paul Souza at 713-5707 or Jackie Brown at 713-5678.   

4. No boiler boil out or acid clean out discharge to drain is permitted. Have contractor include disposal off site. 

5. No chemicals may be added to heating or cooling systems without prior approval of DPW Facilities Environmental.  Paul Souza has collected information on current chemical usage and you have been notified if the chemicals you are currently using are unacceptable.  Please notify us of any changes in chemicals going forward. 

6. Store all containers of chemicals or oils in secondary containment.
