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The Early Childhood Autism Waiver is designed to serve young children aged three and four who are diagnosed with Autism Spectrum Disorder and who have significant deficits in adaptive behaviors as well as severe maladaptive behaviors.  Services are designed to improve skills in receptive and expressive communication, social interaction and activities of daily living, while reducing the inappropriate or problematic behaviors often associated with autism, using methodologies based on Applied Behavioral Analysis.
The Early Childhood Autism Waiver will initially serve 30 children at a cost cap of $30,000 per child per year.  Services will include 10 hours of intensive behavioral services and two hours of clinical supervision per week.

Eligibility Criteria 
Must be between 3 and 4.6 years of age
Medicaid (HUSKY A) eligible
Have a diagnosis of Autism Spectrum Disorder as defined in the most recent edition of the Diagnostic and Statistics Manual of Mental Disorders (DSM-5), American Psychiatric Association.  The diagnosis must be made by a qualified professional.
Have a significant impairment in adaptive behavior skills (i.e. feeding, dressing, toileting, or safety within the home) made through an evaluation utilizing a standardized instrument (i.e. Vineland-II).
Demonstrate severe maladaptive behaviors (i.e. physical aggression, self-injurious behavior, bolting, wandering, etc.)
Legal Residency in the State of Connecticut

Services
The Early Childhood Autism Waiver includes the following services:
Intensive Behavioral Services- In home 1:1 behavior support using Applied Behavior Analysis methodology
Clinical Supervision-Supervision of 1:1 intensive behavior support provider
