United Cerebral Palsy of Greater Hartford operates a summer camp for children and adults with disabilities located on a beachfront property in Waterford, CT.  UCP Camp Harkness is owned by the State of Connecticut, and is the only state park that is designed specifically to meet the need of people with disabilities.  The grounds include a beach, boardwalk, barn, nature trails, barrier free playscape, dinning hall, infirmary and five heated cabins equipped with accessible bathrooms and showers.

UCP Camp Harkness has been offering people with physical disabilities the opportunity to participate in a residential camping experience for over 40 years.

We offer one-week sessions for children, teen, young adults and adults over thirty.  Each session includes age appropriate activities.  A typical day at camp includes a choice between boating, arts and crafts or a nature walk for the morning.  In the afternoon campers may choose from swimming, board games and sporting activities.  The evening may offer options ranging from dances, talent shows, campfires, and sing-a-longs.  Activity choices vary from day to day to ensure a fun and enriching camp experience.
Camp counselors receive training in CPR, first aid, disabilities awareness, personal care, teamwork and more.  Many counselors are college students entering into teaching, nursing, physical or occupational therapy.  The staff also includes an on site camp director and a 24 hour/day nurse.

United Cerebral Palsy is gearing up for our 2011 summer season.
