S.B. No. 874 'AN ACT CONCERNING VARIOUS REVISIONS TO THE
DEPARTMENT OF DEVELOPMENTAL SERVICES' STATUTES', to make a technical
change to the statute establishing the Camp Harkness Advisory Committee, to change term limits
and appointments to the Birth-to-Three Interagency Coordinating Council, and to establish the
Autism Spectrum Disorder Advisory Council.

The first hour of the hearing is reserved
for Legislators, Constitutional Officers, State Agency Heads and Chief Elected Municipal
Officials.
