Cash Advance:  This is a payment made to the Provider at the beginning of the funding for a CLA, equal to 30 days’ payment at the rate set for the CLA under Regs. CT State Agencies Sec. 17a-230-4.  It is considered the last month’s funding for the CLA and must be carried on the books as a liability.  The cash advance will be recouped should the CLA cease operation.
