Armando Anthony "Chick" Corea is a multiple Grammy Award winning American jazz pianist, 

keyboardist, drummer, and composer. He is known for his work during the 1970s in the genre of jazz 

fusion. He participated in the birth of the electric fusion movement as a member of Miles Davis' band in 

the 1960s, and in the 1970s formed Return to Forever.  In 2008-9, the second version of Return to 

Forever (Corea, keyboards; Stanley Clarke, bass; Lenny White, drums; Al di Meola, guitar) reunited for 

a worldwide tour. Toward the end of the 1970's, Corea embarked on a series of concerts and two albums 

with Herbie Hancock. In December 2007, Corea recorded a duet album, "The Enchantment", with 

banjoist Bela Fleck.
