	Equipment owners are required to conduct a competitive procurement process for contractual services and/or technologies used on the project.

	Applicants must enter into a contract with the State of Connecticut and comply with state and federal contracting requirements.

	If the proposal is for a vehicle replacement, which is eligible for 25% funding, or engine replacement, eligible 75% funding, Applicants will provide a statement that they can secure the balance of funds and will list the source of these funds.
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
