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Sec. 15-121-B18. Modification of regulations during marine events. Exemption for law
enforcement and emergency vessels.

(a) Section 15-121-B12 through Section 15-121-B15, inclusive, Sections 15-121-B15a through
15-121-B150, inclusive, and Section 15-121-B16 shall not apply to:

(1) A law enforcement or emergency vessel owned by a federal, state or municipal
agency while such vessel is being used in the performance of official duties in
connection with law enforcement or an emergency, or;

(2) A non emergency vessel owned by a federal, state or municipal agency when such
vessel is being used in connection with official functions, if compliance with such
sections would impede the performance of those functions, or;

(3) An emergency vessel eligible for assistance referrals from the U.S. Coast Guard
or from a state or municipal law enforcement agency while such vessel is
responding to an emergency.
