CT DEMHS STATUS REPORT/BRIEFING:

· CT DEMHS anticipates Governor Rell will be activating the State Emergency Operations Center (SEOC) by 0800 AM tomorrow, September 3.
· CT DEMHS has opened a Web EOC incident titled “Hurricane Earl 2010”.
· CT DEMHS held a conference call with FEMA Region 1 and FEMA Administrator Fugate today.
· The FEMA Incident Management Advance Team and the FEMA state liaison are in Hartford and working with CT DEMHS to prepare for any and all possible impact from Hurricane Earl. 

· CT DEMHS has provided United Way’s 211 Infoline with the latest information on the hurricane and hurricane preparedness in general.  The public can call to find out information about preparing for severe weather.

· CT DEMHS continues to hold numerous daily conference calls with Federal Emergency Management EMA and the National Weather Service to get the most accurate forecast track.

· CT DEMHS is providing regular weather updates throughout the day to the 169 municipalities and the State Agencies.
· CT DEMHS continues to handle a large demand of media inquiries.

· CT DEMHS staff continues to develop daily Incident Action Plans (IAPs) for Hurricane Earl preparations.

CT WEATHER SUMMARY: 

CATEGORY 4 HURRICANE EARL APPROACHING THE U.S. EASTERN SEABOARD...  TROPICAL STORM WARNINGS ISSUED FOR THE CONNECTICUT COAST

A Hurricane Warning has been issued for Southeastern, MA from the MA / RI Border to Cape Cod and the Islands.  A Tropical Storm Warning has been issued for the Connecticut coast of New Haven, Middlesex and New London Counties. 

 

At 11:00 AM the center of Hurricane Earl was located at 30.9 North 74.8 West (Approximately 765 Miles South Southwest of Nantucket, MA).  Earl has maximum sustained winds of 140 MPH and is moving to the North at 18 MPH.   

The latest forecast from the NHC is predicting that Earl will continue moving to the North today with a turn to the North Northeast late tonight, passing just east of the Outer Banks of North Carolina just after midnight as a Major Hurricane.  

Earl is then forecast to accelerate to the North Northeast at 25 MPH on Friday and pass very close to Nantucket and Cape Cod as a Category II hurricane Friday Evening at 11:00 PM.  Towns along the Connecticut coast from Milford to Stonington can expect Tropical Storm conditions Friday evening likely between 4:00 PM and Midnight.  Also an expected 2 – 4 inches of heavy rainfall may cause urban and small stream flooding in Southeastern CT as the Hurricane passes to the Southeast.  In addition, large sea waves can be expected along any exposed beaches in Southeastern CT.

A hurricane warning is in effect for:

· Bogue Inlet, North Carolina, northeastward to the North

Carolina/Virginia border, including the Pamlico and Albemarle Sounds.
· Westport, Massachusetts eastward around Cape Cod to hull, including Martha’s Vineyard and Nantucket Island.
A hurricane watch is in effect for:

· North of the North Carolina/Virginia border, to Cape Henlopen, Delaware.

A tropical storm warning is in effect for:
· Cape Fear to west of Bogue Inlet, North Carolina.

· North of the North Carolina/Virginia border, to Sandy Hook, New Jersey, including Delaware Bay south of Slaughter Beach and the Chesapeake Bay south of New Point Comfort.

· the eastern portion of Long Island, New York, from Fire Island Inlet to Port Jefferson Harbor.

· New Haven, Connecticut to west of Westport, Massachusetts, including Block Island.

A tropical storm watch is in effect for:
· north of Hull, Massachusetts to Eastport, Maine.

· the coast of Nova Scotia from Port Maitland to Medway Harbour.

· the coast of Long island West of Fire Island Inlet and Port Jefferson Harbor.  

The center of Hurricane Earl was located near latitude 30.9 north, and longitude 74.8 west. Earl is moving toward the north at 16 knots.  Earl probably has already reached its peak intensity and it should soon begin to weaken gradually.  The hurricane should weaken even faster after 36 hours as it moves over a colder ocean.  Earl is forecast to continue northward today. Earl should then turn more toward the north-northeast and northeast with an increase in forward speed.
OTHER

· Millstone Power Station is using their procedures, which contain preparations for the physical site condition and staffing prior to a potential weather event.  If certain conditions are met, the Units will power down to a safer condition for the projected/actual weather conditions.  A siren system silent check will also be performed after the storm passes.
