STATE EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER ACTIVATION LEVEL: Full Activation

DEMHS STATUS REPORT/BRIEFING:

· At 1:00 PM DEMHS conducted a conference call with all shoreline and southeast CT towns to review the forecast and preps. 

· DEMHS participated in a northeast region call with FEMA at 1030 this morning, and national call with FEMA at 1215
· DEMHS’s five regional offices are open and standing by.  Nothing significant to report at this time.  Groton Town, East Lyme, Montville, Durham, Glastonbury and Old Saybrook, and Mashantucket are partially activated and Bridgeport EOC is activated.

· DEMHS continues to handle a large demand of media inquiries, including numerous on-radio and television interviews.

· A WebEOC incident is open titled “Hurricane EARL 2010” 

· DEMHS is providing regular weather updates throughout the day to the 169 municipalities and the State Agencies.

· At 0800 Sep 3, 2010 the SEOC was fully activated per order of Governor Rell.
OTHER AGENCIES/PARTNERS BRIEFING:

· American Red Cross (ARC) -  reports Local Operations Center open at Waterford Office.  The Town of Groton still planning to open a shelter at 2:30 PM at Fitch High School.  It will serve as a “regional” shelter. This shelter will be managed by Red Cross, with additional support staff from CERT volunteers.  
· CT-State Animal Response Team is standing by.
· CT DEP - The following State Parks and Forests and their associated campgrounds in Southeast Connecticut will be closed from Friday at noon until noon Saturday due to severe weather forecast from Hurricane Earl.

CT WEATHER SUMMARY

CATEGORY 1 HURRICANE EARL CONTINUES TOWARDS SOUTHEASTERN NEW ENGLAND...  TROPICAL STORM WARNINGS REMAIN IN EFFECT FOR THE CONNECTICUT COAST…

 

A Hurricane Warning remains in effect for Cape Cod and the Islands.  A Tropical Storm Warning remains in effect for the Connecticut coast from New Haven to Stonington 

 

At 2:00 PM the center of Hurricane Earl was located at 36.8 North 73.1 West (Approximately 350 Miles South Southwest of Nantucket, MA).  Earl has maximum sustained winds of 80 MPH and is moving to the North Northeast at 21 MPH.   

 

The latest forecast from the NHC is forecasting that Earl will continue moving to the North Northeast today passing just to the east of Nantucket by 1:00 AM Saturday morning as a Category I Hurricane.  

 

Towns along the Connecticut coast from the New Haven area to Stonington can expect Tropical Storm conditions later this afternoon and continuing through very early Saturday morning.  Tropical Storm conditions are expected to arrive in Southeastern CT just after 5:00 PM.  The period of highest winds and heaviest rain is expected in Southeastern CT between 8:00 – 11:00 PM.  During this period towns can also expect 1 – 3 inches of rainfall, heavy at times, that may cause some urban flooding.  In addition, large waves of 5 – 8 feet can be expected both in Long Island Sound and across the exposed beaches of Southeastern, CT beginning by mid afternoon and continuing through 2:00 AM Saturday morning.  

 

The area of impact from Earl is expected to be confined to the coast and Southeastern CT, towns in the Hartford Area and Western CT are not forecast to see any significant impacts.  The Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security will continue to monitor Earl
