Funding Announcement: EOC and Emergency Shelter Generator Grant Program – Phase I

The Department of Emergency Management and Homeland Security is accepting applications from towns and cities to purchase and install generators at their Emergency Operations Centers and/or Emergency Shelters to provide backup power during emergencies.  This program is for municipal EOC’s and emergency evacuation shelters only.  This program is funded by the Federal Homeland Security Grant and is available for municipalities which can purchase and install a backup generator before November 15th, 2010.  This program is not intended to replace or supplant funding that is already dedicated to the purchase and installation of a generator.  No matching funds are required for this grant.  A complete application for this program includes:

1. Signed Application Form.

2. Project Narrative and Justification.

3. Completed Generator Needs and Emergency Shelter Data Assessment.

4. Generator Size Requested (Determined by a LICENSED electrician).

5. Cost Quote for the Generator and Installation.

Applications are due by June 30, 2010.  Applications will be ranked using the enclosed questionnaire and funding will be allocated starting with the highest ranked projects.  Sub-grants will be awarded by July 15th  with final completion of all installations by November 15th, 2010.  

Please note that communities that cannot meet the established deadlines for Phase I are encouraged to apply to DEMHS for future funding.  DEMHS will continue this grant program in 2011 and 2012 provided that funding is available.  Previously submitted applications will be given priority in future years for Phases II, III and IV of the program.  For any questions, please feel free to contact:
