DEMHS STATUS REPORT/BRIEFING:

On August 31, 2010 DEMHS coordinated and participated in two situational awareness conference calls with Governor Rell:

· A unified command conference call was with forty-one (41) state agencies 

· A conference call was with the 169 municipalities (CEOs, EMDs, Police and Fire Chiefs).

DEMHS continues to hold numerous daily conference calls with FEMA and the National Weather Service to get the most accurate forecast track.

DEMHS continues to handle a large demand of media inquiries.

DEMHS staff are holding daily Incident Action Plan (IAP) meetings for Hurricane Earl preparations.

DEMHS is contacting all Emergency Operations Center Liaisons (state agencies and non-governmental agencies, including the public utilities) regarding their availability in preparation of a possible EOC activation.

DEMHS is providing regular weather updates throughout the day to the 169 municipalities and the State Agencies.
Governor Rell and DEMHS participated in a conference call today with the White House, DHS Secretary Napolitano, FEMA Administrator Fugate and the National Hurricane Center

CT WEATHER SUMMARY: 

HURRICANE EARL MAINTAINS CATEGORY III INTENSITY AND IS CONTINUING TOWARDS THE U.S. EASTERN SEABOARD...  
The latest forecast from the NHC is predicting that Earl will continue moving to the Northwest today and tonight, passing east of the Bahamas by later tonight.  Earl is then forecast to turn north and impact the Outer Banks of NC early Friday morning.
 
Earl is forecast to accelerate to the North Northeast at 25 MPH on Friday and brush Southeastern New England Friday evening as a Category II hurricane.  According to the NHC there is a 40 – 50% chance for sustained Tropical Storm force winds in Southeastern CT Friday evening.  Also an expected 3 – 4 inches 

of heavy rainfall may cause urban and small stream flooding in Southeastern CT as the Hurricane passes to the Southeast along with large sea waves.  DEMHS will continue to monitor Earl and will issue another update at 5:30 PM this afternoon.

A hurricane warning is in effect for Bogue Inlet North Carolina northeastward to the North Carolina/Virginia border including the Pamlico and Albemarle Sounds.

A hurricane watch is in effect for  north of the North Carolina/Virginia border to Cape Henlopen Delaware.

A tropical storm warning is in effect for San Salvador Island in the central Bahamas from Cape Fear to west of Bogue Inlet North Carolina.

At 1100 AM EDT...1500 UTC...the eye of Hurricane Earl was located near latitude 25.1 north...longitude 72.1 west. Earl is moving toward the northwest near 17 mph...28 km/hr...and this motion is expected to continue today with a gradual turn to the north on Thursday. On the forecast track...the core of the hurricane will continue to move well east and northeast of the Bahamas today and tonight...and will approach the North Carolina coast by late Thursday.  Maximum sustained winds remain near 125 mph...205 km/hr...with higher gusts.  Earl is a category three hurricane on the Saffir-Simpson scale.  Some fluctuations in intensity are expected during the next 24 to 36 hours.
