Director Hackett also co-chairs Connecticut’s Public Safety Interoperable Communications Executive Committee and is chair of the Connecticut Child Safety and Crisis Response Committee. Director Hackett has served as Connecticut’s State Coordinating Officer for Presidential Disaster Declarations 1700 and 1904.
