STATUS OF THE STATE EMERGENCY OPERATIONS CENTER - MONITORING
LIGHT SNOW IN EASTERN CT WILL DEPART AREA DURING THE NEXT FEW HOURS

NO WATCHES OR WARNINGS IN EFFECT AT THIS TIME…
At 12:45 PM radar showed light snow and flurries across Eastern CT. Temperatures are currently in the mid to upper 30's across the state with light North Winds. At 12:30 PM CL&P and UI were only reporting a total of 102 customers without power across the state. 
As a large offshore storm brushes our area early this afternoon any snow is forecast to taper off to flurries from West to East between 1:00 – 3:00 PM. Total snowfall is forecast to range from a dusting to 1 inch in Western and Central CT with up to 2 inches in Southeastern CT. Other than a very minor impact on daytime travel no other significant hazards are expected from this storm event.
As the storm intensifies well East of our area on Sunday strong Northwest Winds gusting to 35 MPH at times can be expected. These winds combined with highs only in the mid to upper 20’s are forecast to result in wind chills in the single digits and teens for most of the day. 
The Department of Emergency Services and Public Protection Division of Emergency Management and Homeland Security will continue to monitor the latest conditions however this will be the final update on this storm event unless conditions change.
