CT DOAG ANNOUNCES NEW ENGLAND  
FARMLAND FINDER WEBSITE

The Connecticut Department of Agriculture’s FarmLink Pro-

gram has announced a new complementary website for locating 

and listing farmland, the New England Farmland Finder, 

www.newenglandfarmlandfinder.org.   

Part of a region-wide, USDA funded project on farmland ac-

cess, this website culminates a regional working group’s effort to 

concretely implement a charge to help improve access to working 

lands in the six New England states.  The overall project is directed 

by Land for Good.   

Kathy Ruhf, Land for Good co-director and project lead, ob-

served, ―This site complements other New England farm link and 

land access programs.  It educates, helps, and supports land seek-

ers and landowners regionally, providing a wide gateway to these 

services and making them more accessible to a broader audience.‖ 

The website was developed using two years of discussions and 

suggestions, and represents teamwork by a consortium of inter-

ested organizations and collaboration of New England organiza-

tions focused on how to best improve farmland access issues.  It 

enhances—not replaces—each partnering state’s efforts to match 

new farmers with available land.   

On the Connecticut FarmLink Program site, there typically are 

about three times as many farm seekers as farmland owners.  Farm 

owners are usually not farmers, and not from the Department of 

Agriculture’s usual customer base, so typically it is their first call to 

the agency.  They hear about the Connecticut FarmLink Program 

through word of mouth.  

Farm seekers, on the other hand, usually find the Connecticut 

FarmLink site while searching for information on how to start a farm 

or while searching for farmland for sale or rent.   The New England 

Farmland Finder will increase their chances of successfully finding 

information about the program.  It also will serve as an additional 

site to search for land to farm.   

The Connecticut FarmLink site and program can only do so 

much for Connecticut residents.  It is small sampling of the land 

available. Calls come in from all over the country to ask about farm-

land in Connecticut.  However, finding farm owners willing to lease 

or sell arable, affordable land is a challenge. Furthermore, the farm 

owner and farm seeker must negotiate their own lease or purchase 

agreement, creating a smaller opportunity for success.  

Connecticut FarmLink does not list out-of-state property.  It 

refers those seekers to other state farm link programs. However, 

some states do not presently have programs.  Farm seekers from 

other states also call Connecticut to search for land anywhere in 

New England.  The Connecticut FarmLink Program does not pro-

vide this service.  

On the up side, the Connecticut FarmLink Program has given 

the Connecticut Department of Agriculture valuable information 

needed for the farm linking process.  It has shown that both land 

owners and young people interested in farming do want this type of 

service, demonstrated by the calls, emails, and applications the 

agency receives.  

The New England Farmland Finder website will continue to fill 

that need, promote the use of land for farming, and fill a void for 

some of the situations that arise day to day for the Connecticut 

FarmLink Program.   

Now Connecticut and other New England state farm link and 

farm match coordinators can direct individuals with multi-state 

needs to this regional site, increasing the chances of linking people 

with land in New England.  The partner states value their young 

people who hope to farm and want them to stay in the region.  The 

states also want to help their existing farmers find land in New Eng-

land and increase their acreage in production in the region.   

Kathy Ruhf added, ―This site also makes it easier for towns and 

organizations to let farmers know about their available farms and 

farmland.‖

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ELIGIBLE FARM-RELATED ENTITIES CAN APPLY 
FOR SBA DISASTER LOANS 

 

The U.S. Small Business Administration (SBA) is offering fed-

eral economic injury disaster loans to small businesses, small agri-

cultural cooperatives, small aquacultural businesses, and most pri-

vate non-profit organizations in Fairfield and Litchfield counties as a 

result of frosts and freezes beginning March 1, 2012.  Other agricul-

tural producers, farmers, and ranchers are not eligible. 

The SBA issued its own disaster declaration following that from 

the U.S. Secretary of Agriculture.  Connecticut’s Fairfield and Litch-

field counties are eligible because they are contiguous to primary 

disaster counties in New York. 

The program is available to eligible farm-related and nonfarm-

related entities that suffered financial losses as a direct result of this 

disaster.  Loans can be for as much as $2 million with interest rates 

of 3 or 4 percent and terms up to 30 years, and may be used to pay 

fixed debts, payroll, accounts payable, and other bills that could 

have been paid had the disaster not occurred.  The loans are not 

intended to replace lost sales or profits.
