AGRICULTURE DEPARTMENT TO LAUNCH ONLINE CONNECTICUT GROWN STORE

 Fans of Connecticut Grown farm products can now proclaim 
their passion on apparel and a variety of other functional items.    
 T-shirts, polo shirts and sweatshirts along with baseball hats, 
coffee mugs and other merchandise featuring the Connecticut 
Grown logo will be offered for public sale for the first time 
through a new e-commerce website site created by the Depart-
ment of Agriculture.  
 The site - ConnecticutGrownStore.com – is scheduled to go 
live before Thanksgiving. 
 “The Connecticut Grown logo represents a diverse array of 
food and other farm goods raised and made in our state,” Agri-
culture Commissioner Steven K. Reviczky said. “I have wit-
nessed an increasing number of people wanting to visibly 
demonstrate their support for locally-sourced products, and  

this store will give them the opportunity to do so.” 
 The concept for the store site and an associated Facebook 
page was piloted through a Connecticut Grown merchandise 
tent the department ran in September at its Farmland Preserva-
tion Celebration on the Lebanon Green. 
 The event drew hundreds of farm families and others to mark 
the milestones of 300 farms and 40,000 acres being protected 
under the state’s Farmland Preservation Program. 
 A special logo created for the event highlighting various forms 
of Connecticut agriculture and prime farmland soils was fea-
tured on commemorative items including T-shirts, insulated gro-
cery tote bags and Mason jar mugs with a screw-on lid. 
 Those items will be also be available through the new online 

store while supplies last.

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USDA MICROLOAN CAP GROWS TO $50,000  
 The USDA Farm Service Agency (FSA) reminds farm-
ers that the FSA borrowing limit for microloans in-
creased on Nov. 7 from $35,000 to $50,000.  
 The microloan change allows beginning, small and 
mid-sized farmers to access an additional $15,000 in 
loans using a simplified application process with up to 
seven years to repay.  
 Microloans offer borrowers lending with less paper-
work as part of USDA’s continued commitment to small 
and midsized farming operations.  
 Additional changes to FSA eligibility requirements will 
enhance beginning farmers' access to land, a key barri-
er to entry level producers.  
 FSA policies related to farm experience have changed 
so that other types of skills may be considered to meet 
the direct farming experience required for farm owner-
ship loan eligibility.  
 Operation or management of non-farm businesses, 
leadership positions while serving in the military or ad-
vanced education in an agricultural field will now count 
towards the experience applicants need to show when 
applying for farm ownership loans.  
 Since 2010, FSA has made a record amount of farm 
loans — more than 165,000 loans totaling nearly $23 
billion.  
 More than 50 percent of USDA’s farm loans now go to 
beginning farmers. In addition, FSA has increased its 
lending to socially-disadvantaged producers by nearly 
50 percent since 2010.
