On February 23, 2012, the Financial Crimes Enforcement Network (FinCEN) issued a Final Notice requiring the electronic filing of most Bank Secrecy Act (BSA) reports by July 1, 2012.

	MANDATED ELECTRONIC FILING 

· Electronic filing of most BSA reports became mandatory on July 1, 2012;
· Institutions currently filing BSA reports in paper format are out of compliance with FinCEN’s reporting requirements and may be subject to civil money penalties; 
· There are also new FinCEN report formats that are only available through E-Filing and must be used beginning April 1, 2013.  We encourage you to begin to adopt the new report formats as soon as possible.
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ELECTRONIC FILING THROUGH THE BSA E-FILING SYSTEM INCLUDES:

· Suspicious Activity Reports
· Currency Transaction Reports
· Registrations of MSBs
