Loan Originator License Renewals


In order to be eligible to renew your Connecticut Mortgage Loan Originator license, you must first transition your existing license onto the Nationwide Mortgage Licensing System (NMLS).  Once you have submitted a Transition Request filing in NMLS for your existing license, your license must be in one of the “Approved” statuses in order to be eligible to renew.  Waiting until November to submit a Transition Request filing may prevent on-time renewal of your license.  To check your current license status, follow the instructions in the ‘Manage License Status Quick Guide’ located at the state regulatory registry website at www.stateregulatoryregistry.org/NMLS.

Your NMLS record must be up-to-date at time of renewal. Pursuant to Connecticut Law, all licensees are required to keep all information filed with the NMLS up-to-date and current by notifying this Department, through the NMLS, of any changes.  Any amendments or changes to your individual record must be made prior to renewal.  We strongly recommend that you review your NMLS record immediately and submit any necessary updates to allow sufficient time for our office to review the changes prior to renewal.  Waiting until November or December to submit amendments may delay renewal of your license.
All loan originators with an “Approved” license must attest that their record is up-to-date.  A licensed loan originator sponsored by a company is required to attest to his/her record; the sponsoring company can then either submit the renewal to the NMLS or delegate that responsibility to the loan originator.  Please check with your company to determine how they intend to handle the renewal of your Connecticut Loan Originator license this year.

A license that is not renewed on or before December 31, 2008 will automatically expire.  The deadline for reinstatement of a license is February 28, 2009; thereafter, a new application for licensure must be filed.  All fees are non-refundable.
