Armstrong Serves in Iraq

In an ornate wood paneled room at the State Capitol, with her sister Madeline by her side
and a dozen friends and colleagues invited for the occasion, Theresa C. Lantz was officially

sworn in by Governor John Rowland on
November 18, 2003, as the sixth
Commissioner of the Connecticut
Department of  Correction.  The festive
ceremony, which also saw  other new state
commissioners receive the oath of office,
capped an already impressive 28-year career
in the field of corrections for Commissioner
Lantz.  Governor Rowland took great pride
in detailing her resume which began with
the position of line officer with the
Washington D.C. Department of
Corrections.

Commissioner Lantz Sworn In

 I just thought I would let everyone know who
just happens to be over here. I spent some
time with the former Commissioner of
Corrections, John Armstrong.
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Her work with the
Department of Justice,
National Institute of
Corrections, as an
instructor in the state
college system and as the
warden of three high
security facilities in
Connecticut, York CI,
Corrigan CI and the New
Haven Correctional
Center, was also highlighted by the Governor.  He additionally pointed out that Lantz
is one of only a handful of women overseeing correction agencies across the country.
She is the first women corrections commissioner in Connecticut.   Commissioner Lantz
in return expressed her gratitude to the Governor for his selection of her to run the
agency and for the confidence he has exhibited in her abilities by ensuring she had full
authority to choose her management team.

   He was trying to recruit me into staying in Iraq as a civilian. I laugh, but for those
who would like to come over here, he is recruiting.
   He indicated that the prisons over here are far worse than anyone could describe.
One story that he was telling me was that Saddam had locked-up the prisoners and
basically walked away and left them there to die. Mr. Armstrong was in the Al-
Rasheed Hotel when the mortar rounds hit the hotel. He came out of it without a
scratch. Armstrong indicated that he was not going to be hindered by the terrorist act
that occurred and went back into the hotel to stay.
   It’s been quiet here, except for a few mortar rounds going off and the little bit of
gunfire we hear at night. But, that is the norm and we’re quite used to it. Loud noises

seem to have us all in a
bunch, but we’re
surviving and will be
home before we know
it.
   Thanks for all your
support back at home.
While I was on rest
and relaxation, I ran
into Lieutenant
Maggio’s (HCC)
daughter in Qatar. She
wanted to say hello to
her dad, and that she
misses everyone back
at home.
