
FAQ’S for Amnesty Program 
 

1.  Do you accept Visa and/or Master Card as a form of payment? 
 
No.  The Division of Special Revenue is accepting only checks, cash and/or certified 
bank checks. 
 

2. May I pay in person? 
 
Yes.  Checks, cash or certified bank checks may be hand-delivered to the Division of 
Special Revenue from 9:00 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. 
 

3. Will I be able to apply for a lottery sales agent license once the delinquency is paid 
in full under the Amnesty Program? 

 
As each situation varies, the granting of a lottery sales agent license will be considered on 
a case by case basis. 

 
4. Can I make payment directly to the Connecticut Lottery Corporation? 

 
No, your payment MUST be made to the Division of Special Revenue. 

 
5. Will I receive a receipt for my payment? 

 
If you pay by check your cancelled check will serve as your receipt. 
If you pay cash you will receive a receipt. 
 

6. What is the advantage of paying off my delinquency at this time? 
 
The Legislature has enacted a one-time amnesty program to allow eligible delinquent 
lottery sales agents to pay off their delinquency paying only half of the interest owed.  
For some agents, paying off the delinquency at this time could save thousands of dollars. 
Also, once the delinquency is paid, any lien or wage attachment will be removed. 

 
7. If I get a letter informing me that I am eligible to participate in the Amnesty 

Program what should I do next? 
 
The first thing that you should do is contact the paralegal listed on your letter.  That 
paralegal in turn will contact the CLC and determine the exact amount owed by you 
which will include the principal amount with penalty and half of the interest accrued. 
 

8. When do I have to pay off my delinquency under this program? 
 
This is a three month program which means you can pay in October or November or 
December. Your full payoff figure will be calculated depending on in which of the three 
months you choose to pay. 



 
9. May I make partial payment towards the delinquency and have interest waived? 
   

No. Payment must be made in full under the terms of this amnesty program. 
 

10.  I have not been a lottery agent for years. Do I still owe the state money? 
 
A delinquent lottery agent’s debt is not extinguished until it is paid in full. In the 
meantime, the interest continues to accrue each month. Due to the delinquency, the state 
may have a lien on your property or future property or an attachment to your wages. 

 
11.  What happens if I don’t take advantage of the Amnesty Program? 

 
If you do not pay it off, the delinquency will remain, as will any lien or wage attachment. 
In addition, the debt will continue to grow as interest accrues each month. 

 
12.  Can I enter into a payment plan and still take advantage of the amnesty? 

 
No. Payment must be made in full before the program ends on December 31, 2010. 
However, if you are not already in a payment plan you can discuss a payment plan on 
your full delinquency with the Connecticut Lottery Corporation (860-713-2700).
