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‘Walk’ Bridge Replacement Project
in Norwalk, Connecticut

The Connecticut Department of Transportation (Department) is pleased to announce a construction

project to replace the Walk Railroad Bridge, which carries the Northeast railroad corridor over the

Norwalk River in Norwalk, Connecticut. The current bridge is a four-span structure constructed

near the turn of the nineteenth century, consisting of a rim-bearing swing span and three (3)
fixed approach spans.

This four track railroad bridge, which is used by the Metro-North commuter railroad and Amtrak, is

located in one of the busiest railroad corridors in the country. The replacement structure is currently

in design. The Department plans on using a CM/GC delivery process and will be soliciting a qualified
CM/GC contractor to join our design team.
