Greater New England Minority Supplier Development Council

are offered: Executive Coaching, Loan Packaging, Project Financing, Insurance, 
Bonding and Cash Flow Analysis.

ITBD (Institute for Technology and Business Development) 
The ITBD is responsible for conducting needs assessments, supportive services and 
various workshops. This program provides one on one services to DBE firms 
by professional consultants, subject matter experts and CCSU faculty members.
