What is Happening?
The Connecticut Department of Transportation is updating
the State's Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRP) and is
seeking your input. The Department is very excited about
initiating this process.

What is the LRP?

The LRP will outline Connecticut’s transportation policy for
the next 20 years. The State’s LRP is updated every three to
five years. The current plan, entitled 1998 Long-Range
Transportation Plan, covers the period 1998 through 2020.
Once updated, the State’s LRP will cover the period 2004
through 2025.

Why Update the LRP?

Over time, changes occur in transportation needs, travel
behavior, methods used to manage traffic, and the ability to
pay for transportation system maintenance and improvements.
The LRP is an important step towards reassessing
Connecticut’s policies for addressing our State’s future
mobility. It provides the framework for prioritizing projects
and programs relating to Connecticut’s transportation system.
The State’s LRP is prepared in accordance with the provision
of Title 23, Section 135 of the United States Code (U.S.C.), as
amended by the Intermodal Surface Transportation Efficiency
Act (ISTEA) of 1991 and the Transportation Equity Act of the
21* Century (TEA-21).

Become a part of this process and get
involved in determining the State’s future direction. All
interested parties, including Connecticut’s residents, local and
regional businesses, visitors and commuters, are encouraged
to participate in this process.
