The application for the FFY 2013 Section 5310 program is now available on the Connecticut Department of Transportation (CTDOT) website. It has been formatted with fillable forms and may be submitted electronically to: Alicia.Gonzalez@ct.gov. To access the application, go to www.ct.gov/dot/5310.
· Eligible recipients of this competitive program include:
· A private non-profit organization
· A State or local governmental authority that:
· Is approved by the State to coordinate services for seniors and persons with disabilities.
· Certifies that there are no non-profit organizations readily available in the area to provide the service.
· An operator of public transportation that receives a Section 5310 grant indirectly through a recipient.

· The application package consists of an instructions packet and an application. The instructions packet is for review only. It contains updated program information, instructions on how to complete the application for FFY 2013 and documentation for awarded applicants. The instructions packet should be read thoroughly and should NOT be submitted with the application.

· In 2012, the Moving Ahead for Progress in the 21st Century Act (MAP-21, P.L. 112-141) was signed, which has brought changes to the Federal surface transportation programs, including Section 5310.
· Under MAP-21, the existing award of cash grants for qualified recipients towards the purchase of wheelchair-accessible vehicles is maintained and the funding has not been reduced. The Federal Transit Administration (FTA) will pay up to 80% of the cost of a wheelchair accessible vehicle for what is now called Section 5310 project category A.  The remaining vehicle cost must be funded by the awarded recipient.

· In addition, there are 3 new categories of project types that can now be funded under Section 5310; categories B, C & D. These categories are similar to the eligible project types under the former Section 5317 Program known as the New Freedom Program.  
· The FFY 2013 Section 5310 application is organized by project category. Applicants need only to complete the section of the application relevant to the project category for which they are applying. For example, applicants looking to obtain cash grant for a vehicle under the traditional 5310 program would only complete the parts of the application labeled “Section 5310 A Applicants Only.”
· Section 5310 A applicants must place a public notice in a major newspaper with the greatest appropriate readership in the proposed service area by Friday, April 25, 2014.
· Applicants may submit applications via email or mail to CTDOT.  CTDOT will forward emailed applications to the appropriate RPO.  If submitting via mail, applicants must submit an original application to CTDOT and a copy to the RPO. Applications must be submitted no later than 4:00PM on Friday, May 16, 2014.   CTDOT and the RPOs WILL NOT review late applications.
· The FFY 2013 application shall be the only application accepted and reviewed by the RPO and the Department.
