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Q.) DPH-20:	Describe the Water Company's organizational structure. Please also provide the name and title of the person(s) who has the authority to enter into binding agreements on behalf of the Water Company and the document that provides such authority.

A.) DPH-20:	Aquarion owns and operates 78 public water supply systems serving 49 towns and cities throughout Connecticut. For rate purposes these systems are divided into four Divisions: Eastern, Western, Northern and Southern. Other than for ratemaking, there is generally no operational or regulatory distinction between the Divisions. 

	In regards to water system acquisition, the officers of the Company have the authority to enter into binding agreements on behalf of Aquarion and then approval will be requested from the Board of Directors during the next Board of Directors meeting.
