The tool integrates preventive maintenance, asset management, and full-cost pricing activities. No other free or commercially available product duplicates these features and is tailored to the unique needs of this audience.  

There is never a better way to learn more about this software than with this hands-on CUPSS Software Training. The day will begin with an Asset Management 101 presentation and introduction to CUPSS. The presentation will be followed by an interactive demo in which participants will use in-class computers and the software.

This training class provides an opportunity for participants to use the software and ask questions of the EPA CUPSS leader.  A set of “know-how-to” recommended tasks will be available to help participants focus their knowledge on certain tasks. The class will also feature the not-yet released updated version of CUPSS, which is a sneak-peek to learn and view the enhancements to CUPSS including: the My CUPSS plan and screen size.
