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Instructions & Information for Completing the 

Screening Application for Water Companies Form

Pursuant to Connecticut General Statutes (CGS) Section 16-262m(a), a water company is defined: “As used in this section and section 8-25a, "water company" means a corporation, company, association, joint stock association, partnership, municipality, other entity or person, or lessee thereof, owning, leasing, maintaining, operating, managing or controlling any pond, lake, reservoir, stream, well or distributing plant or system employed for the purpose of supplying water to fifteen or more service connections or twenty-five or more persons on a regular basis.”  

Such proposed water companies must obtain a Certificate of Public Convenience and Necessity (CPCN) prior to any construction of the water system.  CGS Section 8-25a requires that: “No proposal for a development using water supplied by a company incorporated on or after October 1, 1984, shall be approved by a planning commission or combined planning and zoning commission unless such company has been issued a certificate pursuant to section 16-262m. The municipality in which the planning commission or combined planning and zoning commission is located shall be responsible for the operation of any water company created without a certificate after October 1, 1984.”
This form is intended to determine if the proposed project will result in the creation of a new water company, as defined in CGS Section 16-262m(a).  If the project will result in the creation of a new water company then the applicant must apply for a CPCN.  Complete the form and submit to the CT Department of Public Health (DPH) Drinking Water Section (DWS), as indicated at the bottom of the form.
Section 1 – Basic Information
The number of service connections is the number of independent structures or housing units that are proposed.  Separate the total number and indicate in the appropriate space how many of each type of connection.  

· “Residential” refers to housing facilities (homes, apartments, condos – permanent living quarters)

· “Non-Residential” refers to businesses.  These include schools, day care facilities, food service establishments, offices, etc. (I.e. anything that is not residential.)  

Section 2 – Proposed Facility Information

The “Proposed Facility Information” will be used to determine the applicability of the water company definition to the proposed project.

· “Name of Proposed Facility” will be used to identify the facility in correspondence from this office.

· “Total projected daily population to be served” is the anticipated number of persons to have water made available to them on a daily basis.  This number is the average based on the maximum 60 days of usage over the course of a one-year period.

· “Building Capacity” is the maximum number of individuals that will be allowed by the occupancy permit.

· “Non-transient population” is the anticipated number of the same persons to occupying the completed facility, such as students and/or employees.  If a school, separate out the number of students and employees.

· “Approved/Proposed Daycare Capacity” refers to the number of children that has been or will be submitted to Daycare Licensing for approval (if applicable).  If you have specific questions with respect to childcare facilities, please refer to the DPH Child Day Care Licensing program at: http://www.dph.state.ct.us/BRS/Day_Care/day_care.htm 

·  “Subsurface sewage disposal system capacity” is the proposed/approved capacity (in gallons per day – GPD) of the on-site disposal system (if applicable).   Indicate if served by sanitary sewer.

· “Number of days per year facility will be open” refers to the total number of days water will be made available to the public during the calendar year.

· For the “Type of Facilities” circle each that applies.  If not found on the list, circle ‘other’ and specify in the space provided.  Types of facilities can include (but are not limited to): shopping centers, restaurants, childcare operations, schools, or highway rest areas.  Information regarding the regulation of childcare facilities can be found from the DPH Child Day Care Licensing program at: http://www.dph.state.ct.us/BRS/Day_Care/day_care.htm
Section 3 – Property Owner Information

List the name and other information of the property owner of the facility.  If the property owner is not an individual, a Legal Contact (see definition below) must also be noted in the space provided.  This individual will be legally responsible for the possible drinking water company, and will sign the form.  This person must have familiarized themselves with the applicable state and federal regulations.  Please pay close attention to Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies (RCSA) Sections 19-13-B102 and 19-13-B51. A Legal Contact is defined as: individual(s) who are partners, officers, directors, etc. of the company and have the responsibility of handling legal matters for the company.
Section 4 – Water Main Extension Feasibility Information

Is the facility within an area with a convened Water Utility Coordinating Committee?

The state has been divided into seven management areas for purposes of establishing Water Utility Coordinating Committees (WUCC).   If the proposed water system is located in an area that has a convened WUCC, a letter must be submitted containing the necessary information as indicated on the application form.  If no WUCC has been convened yet for that area, a letter(s) must be submitted as indicated on the application form.  Information on the WUCCs along with a map and a list of contact persons is available on the DWS website at: http://www.dph.state.ct.us/BRS/Water/WUCC/index.htm.  

The CGS concerning the WUCC are Sections 25-33d through 25-33j and can be found at: http://www.cga.ct.gov 

If the location of the proposed facility is in an area with a convened WUCC, and the Exclusive Service Area (ESA) provider cannot or will not serve the facility, that WUCC must make a recommendation as to how water service should be supplied to the facility.  That determination must be submitted with the screening application form.

If the location of the proposed facility is in an area with no convened WUCC, refer to the following DPUC webpage for a list of water systems serving greater than 1000 persons or having greater than 250 service connections: http://www.state.ct.us/DPUC/consumer/WATER.htm 

Once the screening application form has been completed, it must be signed and dated by the property owner/legal contact.  The completed form must then be submitted to the DWS along with all other required information as noted.  The DWS will review all submitted materials and a determination made as to whether the proposed project will result in the creation of a water company or if a water main extension is a feasible option.
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
