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Strains  
For 2015–16, U.S.-licensed trivalent influenza vaccines will contain 

hemagglutinin (HA) derived from an A/California/7/2009 (H1N1)-like 

virus, an A/Switzerland/9715293/2013 (H3N2)-like virus, and a 

B/Phuket/3073/2013-like (Yamagata lineage) virus. This represents 

changes in the influenza A (H3N2) virus and the influenza B virus as 

compared with the 2014–15 season. Quadrivalent influenza vaccines will 

contain these vaccine viruses, and a B/Brisbane/60/2008-like (Victoria 

lineage) virus, which is the same Victoria lineage virus recommended for 

quadrivalent formulations in 2013–14 and 2014–15 (8)
