Advisory Meeting Summary

1/16/08

1. Introductions were made.  Some members were in attendance for the first time.

2. Dr. Wilson gave a brief overview of the goals of the program.  The advisory made the following comments:

a. Reimbursement rates for Medicaid is a barrier for pediatric and general dentists to participate

b. Dentist can earn more money by providing non-preventive care

c. Train general dentists to keep the mouth open of a one year old

d. Private dental insurers don’t pay for age one dental visits.  This may be a problem if WIC participants have private insurance, but unlikely

e. EPSDT guidelines promote dental visits at age 2.  We must work with DSS to change the guidelines and also to agree to reimburse dentists for age one dental visits for preventive treatment and “education”.

f. One of the Early Childhood Cabinet subcommittee has included item “e” above in their proposal for policy changes.

g. Breast Feeding Program (RENEW) in WIC may be a good source of promoting the Home by One Program

3. Dr. Wilson gave an overview of the Evaluation Strategy.  The Advisory had the following comments:

a. To track kids in the HBO program, it may be possible to use the DSS/Medicaid unique identifier.  There may be some confidentiality issues to address if this is pursued

b. May want to ask parents about their oral health to determine the extent of transmission to baby or other confounding factors to maintaining caries-free children

4. Mark Keenen (CYSHCN Director) gave an overview of the Medical Home Pilot.  He provided a number of handouts on Medical Home and Title V.  A cross-agency approved definition of care coordination was also distributed.  Lisa Honigfeld provided handouts of the CHDI publication “Medical Home: Model of Continuous Coordinated Care for Connecticut’s Children”.
