I. OPEN FORUM 

Mr. Carmon made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bosak, to allow former chairman Daniel Jowdy to 
continue his services as an examiner for embalmer practical examinations.  The motion passed 
with all in favor. 
 
Licensure applicant James Sweatman addressed the Board regarding his application for 
licensure as an embalmer in Connecticut.

Since the Board does 
not have jurisdiction regarding the issuance of licenses, the Board did not take any action 
regarding Mr. Sweatman’s application.

not present or represented. 
Mr. Bosak made a motion, seconded by Mr. Carmon, to approve the Consent Order.  The 
motion passed unanimously.  Mr. McClam signed the Order which imposes a reprimand, and a 
$1000.00 civil penalty. 
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 B. Keith Phalen – Petition No. 2014-507 
 Ellen Shanley, Staff Attorney, DPH presented a Consent Order in this matter.  Respondent was 

not present or represented. 
Mr. Carmon made a motion, seconded by Mr. Bosak, to approve the Consent Order.  The 
motion passed unanimously.  Mr. McClam signed the Order which imposes a reprimand, a 
$1000.00 civil penalty and a period of probation.
