Dr Carr provided an update from the Policy Committee  

• Policy committee indicated that an HIE would enable  
1. Patient Care  
2. Public Health Reporting  
3. Quality Reporting.  

• There was discussion on which of the three enablers required patient/individual consent  
1. Patient Care - Required consent  
2. Public Health Reporting - No consent.  Required by law currently  
3. Quality Reporting - Discussion was tabled however there was a dialogue that de-

identified reporting migh not require consent.  
• HIE would act as a information "router" of data 

 
Financing options were touched upon  

• Tiered funding option was offered up for comment   
1. Base funding by all to support a limited/basic public utility.       
2. Transaction funding there after for utilization of services consumed.  

 
All agreed that there was a need to ensure that all parties that benefited from the HIE were 
required to participate and contribute.     

• No Opting Out from any of the parties  
• Pool of participants needs to be large enough to sustain foundational capabilities that 

needs to be built out.  
 
Funds collected to support the HIE needed to be protected so that they could not be repurposed or 
surplanted by legislature.  
 
Funds to support HIE should utlize current revenue collection mehthodologies (e.g. Licensing 
Fees)  
 
There was discussion on how the $7.3M in federal stimulus funds could be utilized beyond 
planning phase.  
 
Discussion took place on how Medicaid Funding (90/10 matching) for EMR implementation 
could be maximized and tied into this effort  

• DSS planning effort is underway with Gartner with an expectation that a outline 
document would be completed within a month.     

• Follow Up Item : Once accepted by Department of Social Services the plan would be 
presented back to the Finance Subcommittee.  

• Hewlett Packard was helping with technical specifications.
