On June 25, 2006 at approximately 1330 huu‘rs; while continuing t_l_mif'invéstigatiﬂn into narcotic
trafficking occurring withio the Dayville section of Killingly, Tpr. Esposito (#537) conducted a
“—' motor vehicle stop on Route 101 near its intersection with Upper Maple Street. Troopcrs

subsequently arrested Rebecca J. Kelly (DOB: 02/13/72) pursuant to several charges a majority of
which are narcotic related. A state police narcotics canine was utilized subsequent to the time Tpr.
Esposito {(#537) initially made contact with the vehicle Kelly was opcrating. In searching the

- vehicle with the use of the narcotics canine, Trooper’s were able to seize the vehicle Kelly was
operating, a 2000 BMW model Z3 convertible, approximately $4,000.00 cash currency, drug
paraphernalia, packaging materials, approximately two ounces of free base “crack” and powder
cocaine which was prepackaged for sale, and 47 units of controlled prescriptiuu narcotics. Kelly
was held on a 550,000.00 cash bond and is scheduled to be presented in Danielson Superior Court
on 06/26/06.
