Mixed Martial Arts

In a formal letter, the CT Boxing Commission requested a legal opinion from State of
Connecticut Attorney General Richard Blumenthal on whether Mixed Martial Arts (MMA)
events could be held in Connecticut under existing boxing laws. The Attorney General
responded to the Commission Chairman in a letter dated December 8, 2008. In
summary of the three page letter, Attorney General Blumenthal stated that because
current boxing regulations prohibit the fighting techniques used in MMA, and there is no
statutory authority for MMA, MMA events cannot take place in Connecticut without a
legislative change. All Commission and DPS members present were given a copy of the
Attorney General’s letter.

IV. NEW BUSINESS
CT Boxing Hall of Fame Dinner
Connecticut Boxing Hall of Fame induction was held on Friday November 28, 2008 at
Mohegan Sun Casino. The event was well attended.

USA Boxing-CT (Amateur)

Commission members will be advised of the specific dates and times of the Western
New England Golden Gloves (scheduled to take place in January of 2009) as soon as
DPS receives paperwork from USA Boxing-CT regarding this event.

DPS Boxing Regulation will continue to work with USA Boxing-CT in 2009 to ensure
proper registration of amateur clubs/programs with DPS in compliance with state
statutes and regulations.
