DPW now has in place a constructability review contract with Redicheck (and several other secondary constructability review firms). At the submission of your CD package, after initial review with your project PM, you will prepare a CD for submission to Redicheck for their Interdisciplinary Review.  This is a new process that DPW is implementing; it is not in place of your internal review obligation but in addition to it.  This review is not a design review. The review will not challenge your design decisions. The main purpose of the review is to find conflicts between discipline drawings.  Obviously, if they find omissions they will provide that information.

Redicheck has indicated to us that they expect a two week turn around, some larger projects might take a little longer.  They will submit the review comments to both your attention as well as the project PM.  The cost for this review is undertaken by DPW.

We expect that you as our design professional will take appropriate action with these comments.  You are the designer of record and make all final decisions concerning these review comments.  We are not obligating you to undertake any action if you believe that the comments are of no particular value. However, if no action is taken on your part and costs arise as a result, the DPW will take that into consideration in your Performance Evaluation.
